Class Report: Used to determine areas of strength and weakness by subject and to identify student 

proficiency for planning instruction and flexible grouping. (pg. 2) 

   

Class Breakdown: Students are grouped by proficiency in subject area sub-tests. Used to identify 

flexible student groups. (pg. 3) 

 

Student Profile: All individual student data including; proficiency and growth trend data, learning 

path suggestions (Learning Continuum), percentile ranking, test duration and test engagement. (pg. 4) 

 

Learning Continuum: Shows students together with the skills and concepts they need to develop. 

(pg. 8) 

 

Achievement Status & Growth Projection or Summary: Used to set growth goal 

projections and view term proficiency and growth comparisons. (pg. 11)

¶ Term Rostered: Select current Term for students in your class.

¶ Goal Performance Display: Includes the colored proficiency level bars by subject and sub test. 

¶ Goal Descriptor: Uses the proficiency level labels to describe how students scored on subject sub 
tests. 

¶ Goal RIT Ranges: Uses RIT number scores to describe how students scored on subject sub tests.

Median = Middle Class RIT

¶ Standard Deviation = The smaller the deviation the more homogeneous the group. 
 Whole Group Instruction: 0-10 
 Teacher’s Choice on Grouping: 10-14 
 Differentiation: 14 + 

¶ Add the Lo and LoAvg together to find greatest areas of weakness.  

¶ The high end of LoAvg and low end of Avg are considered to be students on the proficiency 
“bubble”.  
 

¶ Percentile Ranking for Services and Setting up Intervention Groups:  

¶ 20th %ile and below = At Risk 

¶ 40th %ile and below =  Below Grade Level/Title support 

¶ 50th %ile = At Grade Level  +/-3 RITS is considered valid standard of error 

¶ 95th %ile and higher = Gifted and Talented (district acceleration protocols are in place and are 
set higher than 95th %ile) 
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¶ Under View Reports: Select MAP Growth Reports. 

¶ Under MAP Growth Reports: Select Class Breakdown. 
Filters: 

¶ Term Rostered: Select current Term for students in your class. 

¶ Term Tested: Select the Term for the test you would like to view.

¶ Report Options: Change to “by Goal” so that the report will include sub test scores.

¶ RIT bands are listed across the top of the report. 

¶ The overall RIT score is in parenthesis next to the student’s name. 

¶ A student may be in a lower RIT band then their overall RIT score. That would indicate 
an area of concern. 

¶ If you have created the report as an online report, you can click on a student’s name and 
it will go directly to the Learning Continuum and indicate what concepts/skills that 
student is ready to work on.  
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¶ Under View Reports: Select MAP Growth Reports. 

¶ Under MAP Growth Reports and Under Next Generation Reports: Select Student Profile. 
Filters: 

¶ Term Rostered: Select current Term for students in your class. 

¶ Instructor: If it hasn’t defaulted to your name, select your name from the dropdown list.

What does Reinforce, Develop, and Introduce mean? (Test View only.) 

¶ Reinforce ð For learning statements in the RIT band just below where a 
student scored, you could reinforce their learning, but they are likely to know 
these skills and concepts. 

¶ Develop ð The learning statements in the RIT band where a student scored 
are what the student should be working on now. 

¶ Introduce ð The learning statements in the RIT band just above where a 
student scored are potential skills and concepts you could introduce when the 
student is ready for more challenge. 
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¶ Under View Reports: Select MAP Growth Reports. 

¶ Under MAP Growth Reports: Select Achievement Status & Growth Projection or Summary. 
Filters: 

¶ Term Rostered: Select current Term for students in your class.

Report Option Filters:  

¶ Select your Growth Comparison Period: Fall to Spring of the current year is the recommended filter.

Helpful Hints for Reading the Report 
¶ Achievement Status: Lists the test score for the term and the percentile range. 

¶ Projected RIT: The score expected for matching peers, nationally. 

¶ Projected Growth: Number of RIT points the student is typically expected to grow based on 

weeks of instruction and starting RIT. 

¶ SEM and SE: Standard Error of Measurement is an estimate of the precision of the test. If it is 

too high you will see a * which means you should qualify the results with data from other terms 

or tests. 

¶ Observed Growth: Difference between the RIT in the first term and the end term. 

¶ Growth Index: Difference between the Observed Growth and the Projected Growth. A zero 

indicated the student exactly met projection. Don’t use this to compare students. Use the 

Conditional Growth Index. 

¶ Met Projected Growth: Indicates whether students met growth projections with a Yes or No.  

¶ Conditional Growth Index & Percentile: Enables you to compare growth between any of your 

students using an equal scale because it measures student’s growth among their matching 

peers, nationally.  

¶ Conditional Growth Percentile: A growth index of 0 equates to 50th percentile.   B.Smith: 01/2018
